Some Good News for
Historic Preservation

The Lower Merion Township's Historical Commission, at their November

26" meeting, voted unanimously to approve the designation of the Bala (Egyptian)
Theater at 157 Bala Avenue in Bala Cynwyd as a Class | historic structure.

This recommendation will now go before the Building & Planning Committee and
the Board of Commissioners in January to vote on the Historical
Commission’s recommendation. A Class | designation recognizes that the building
has a
national significance or a local significance and it is entitled to the strongest protection
from demolition.
