Narbrook Park Celebrates Their Centennial 1915-2015

Narbrook Park is a 35-unit, 14-acre housing development that was spearheaded by the
Narberth Civic Association. Narberth citizens were engaged in the design and planning
process. The commons of the development is still maintained by the Narbrook Park
Improvement Association — having to look after its own road repair, plowing, and tree
maintenance. In 2003, Narbrook Park was listed as a Historic District on the National Register
of Historic Places.

Their anniversary day was celebrated on Saturday, June 20th.
The day’s activities included a procession around the Park, an Introductory Ceremony, a picnic
in the park, and house tours of Park residences.

Bala Theater Dispute Drags on to Detriment
of Community

To the dismay and frustration of the Bala

Cynwyd community, the Bala Theatre remains KDIANS BT
closed as its owner and the most recent operator FURY L] l_

remain in litigation. The Bala Theatre has been
a focal point of the community on Bala Avenue Fmd =7 -
for generations. The impact of this dispute may 'La'f A
extend beyond just access to a movie theater; 1 1L
the theater is an important local historical
structure and its closure occurs at a time when
efforts are being undertaken to revitalize the
Bala Village Business District.
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The possibility of protracted litigation of this dispute is expensive and time consuming for the
litigants themselves, and it is often the least efficient way to solve disputes. And while the
dispute drags on (and some legal observers have speculated it could drag on for years), it is not
only to the detriment of the parties to the litigation but to the residents and businesses of our
Bala Cynwyd community —and in complete contradiction to what The Neighborhood Club of
Bala Cynwyd envisions as a revitalization of the Bala Avenue corridor.



We at The Neighborhood Club of Bala Cynwyd have continued to monitor this litigation and
have urged the disputing parties to resolve their differences as soon as possible, and to restore
this important neighborhood asset to our community. We welcome your views on this dispute.

. American Revolution (D.A.R.) marker that was
placed on a hill that overlooked the main
approach from Philadelphia along the road to

~ Lancaster. The marker memorialized the

- encampment of a battalion of Georgia

. Continental soldiers in 1777, under the

| command of General Lachlan Mclntosh, of St.
Andrews Parrish, Colony of Georgia, at the

| time of the American Revolution. A November
date is planned on the property at Saint John’s

Episcopal Church.

John Adams' famous letter of July 3, 1776, in which he
wrote to his wife Abigail what his thoughts were about
celebrating the Fourth of July. Following is the text
from his letter with his original spellings:

“The Second Day of July 1776, will be the most
memorable Epocha, in the History of America. | am apt
to believe that it will be celebrated, by succeeding
Generations, as the great anniversary Festival. It ought
to be commemorated, as the Day of Deliverance by
solemn Acts of Devotion to God Almighty. It ought to
be solemnized with Pomp and Parade, with Shews,
Games, Sports, Guns, Bells, Bonfires and Illuminations
from one End of this Continent to the other from this
Time forward forever more. You will think me
transported with Enthusiasm but I am not. 1 am well
aware of the Toil and Blood and Treasure, that it will cost Us to maintain this Declaration,
and support and defend these States. Yet through all the Gloom | can see the Rays of ravishing
Light and Glory. | can see that the End is more than worth all the Means. And that Posterity
will tryumph in that Days Transaction, even altho We should rue it, which I trust in God We
shall not.”
