“Colonial Dinner” at the 1696 Thomas Massey House

Saturday, May 20, 2006, 5:30pm
Broomall (Lawrence Road at Springhouse Road)

Our host will be our friends and neighbors from the Haver-
ford Township Historical Society.

The Thomas Massey House is a monument to the American
dream - the home of an indentured servant who became a
landowner, and like the American dream, the house has endured
almost 300 years. The Thomas Massey House is
one of the oldest English Quaker homes in the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is unique
in that so much of the original has survived.
The 1696 brick portion was built by Thomas
Massey as an addition to an existing log
house. In 1730 his son, Mordecai, replaced
the log house with a stone house and
kitchen. During the restoration, evidence 4=
of a walk-in-fireplace and beehive oven
was discovered. These features have been
reconstructed and are in use today.

Prepared in the beehive oven, the menu for the colonial dinner will be:

Spring onion soup
Herb-crusted chicken with ham
in a wine grape sauce ala
Hannah Glasse

roast potatoes
green beans

corn pudding
Apple-brandy cake and
lemon tarts

There will be cold cider and water
to drink, but bring your own wine
if you wish.
